Today’s Program:  Shawn Seale introduced Jennifer Hill, executive director of the Greater Oswego-Fulton 
Chamber of Commerce 
 
   As executive director, first of the Greater Oswego Chamber of Commerce and since last November as executive 
director of the Greater Oswego/Fulton Chamber of Commerce, Jennifer Hill said with a laugh that she never expected to 
be leading an organization of 370 that became 660 overnight. One of the ongoing objectives, she said, is to get 
everyone on board with the merger.  The organization’s aim, she added, is to improve the business climate in the 
region. One way to do this, she said, is to forge partnerships with the cities’ and county governments. 
   Describing some recent initiatives, Hill pointed with pride to the recently launched ``Tunes in June in the Afternoon” 
program which began last week. These programs, featuring the Cortini brothers, are held from noon to 2 p.m. 
Wednesdays and are sponsored by the Fulton Community Development agency.

Ed Gosek, coach of the Division III national championship men’s soccer team at SUNY Oswego, will be the 
grand marshal. The celebration continues, Hill said, with a concert by the Syracuse Symphony Orchestra at 8 p.m. July
