Our Club is sponsoring a student receiving instruction through Literacy Volunteers. It is reported that our
student has made great progress in a short time.

Assistant District Governor Paul Scott has requested that our Club provide new books for infant B 5
Years that will be collected at our last meeting in August (Aug 26'") and will be taken to the District
Conference for a literacy project that will be comp leted there.

Today® Program:

Fran Clark from the Wind Power Education Project and the New York Public Interest Research Group
spoke to our Club about the benefits of wind power projects to the upstate region. He highlighted the
rising costs of electricity and natural gas and the drawbacks to dependency on fossil fuels including global
warming and acid rain. The burning of coal results in the mercury pollution of our lakes and streams and
results in warnings on consumption of fish caught in the affected waters. Mr. Clark spoke about the

the benefits of wind power as follows:

Cleanliness

Reduction in the use of other power sources
Preserves farmland

Reduces usage

Environme ntal and public health benefits
Job creation

Lease payments to landowners
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Mr. Clark continued with examples of successful wind projects both overseas and here in New York.
Denmark produces 20% of its electricity from wind power. In New York, there is the Maple Ridge Wind
Farm on Tug Hill and the Fenner Wind power project in Madison County. The Steel Winds Project on
the former Bethlehem Steel site in Lackawanna is the first project completed in an urban setting.

Mr. Clark addressed negative aspects of the projects including noise, decreased property values,
shadow flicker, dangers to birds and other wildlife. He pointed out that the Fish and Wildlife
Service supports wind farms.

In closing, Mr. Clark urged citizens to get involved by attending public hearings on wind power.
