              He spoke about  the change in the focus of  the Agency since 9-11.  Pr ior  t o the terror ist  at tacks, t he  
    concent rat ion in t his region was on issues dealing with m igrant  laborers.  Since then, t he focus has  
               changed t o a st rategy  to stop terror ism .  Rout es 81 and 90 are considered  
               a ma j or sm uggling corr idor connect ing t he Niagara River  to all pr incipal east  coast  cit ies.  
 
               The local Border Pat rol off ice covers areas f rom  Jefferson County in t he north to t he Pennsy lvania st ate  
                line.  They pat rol bus and Amt rak stat ions.   The organizat ion is intelligence dr iven, depending on t ips from  
                agents at  border crossing checkpoints and the general public.  They do not  enforce New York t raffic laws  
                 but  t hey do work closely  w ith t he local and state police and t he Coast  Guard in t his area. 
 
                Mr. Plasse also spoke about  procedures dealing wit h illegal aliens.  These indiv iduals receive hear ings  
                before an admi nist rat ive law j udge.  Some  are housed in local j ails unt il t hey  can be processed in the  
                system but  there is also a federal detent ion center in Bat avia.   
  
                Current ly , there are 17 ,000 border pat rol agents, up from 6,000 in 1996.  We t hank Mr . Plasse for  
                speaking t o our Club and for t he fine j ob done by his Agency t o protect  our  borders.
