Rotary Minute : WHY I AM A ROTARIAN (Fr. John R. Sheehan, SJ, Chaplain, Kwajalein, Rotary eClub of The
Southwest, USA) : My grandfather was a Rotarian. He died in 1924, and the one picture we have of him clearly
shows his Rotary pin on the lapel of his suit jacket. My father took his place when he took over the business in
1925, and at that time he was the youngest Rotarian in the US. When | was growing up, my father was no longer
active in Rotary, and | had only a sketchy idea of what Rotary was. In 1976 | joined Rotary in South Bend, Indiana.
My motives were less than pure; | was doing fund-raising and public relations work, and | thought this would be a
good way to meet people. | was correct. When | moved to Pittsburgh, joining the Downtown Rotary Club was
second only to finding a place to live. | quickly discovered that one of the joys of Rotary was that anywhere you
went in the world, there were Rotarians, and you were welcome. | also discovered that working for and in the
community was the best way to get to know the community, whether in Pittsburgh or in Lagos, Nigeria. Over the
years, | have belonged to Rotary clubs in different countries on different continents. | am currently a member of an
eClub because I live on an island thousands of miles from a traditional Rotary group. And we are exploring new
ways of being Rotarians and being a Rotary club, serving a range of communities, and getting to know one another
electronically. Service above self -- absolutely. But Paul Harris said that the motivating force for Rotary was
fellowship, coming together in friendship, and from that, working together to serve others comes naturally. Whether
small clubs of 20 members or big clubs of 300+ or electronic clubs (where | have yet to meet another member in
the flesh), the fellowship of Rotary is why Rotary continues to be an important part of my life.o

Al spoke
to us today mabtamams {+ khe Regional Hazardous Materials Response Teams that currently serve the local
communities in this area. The impetus for the development of Hazmat teams comes principally from The Oswego
County Local Emergency Planning Committee (LEPC), which was established in 1987 and which serves as a focal
point in this region for information and discussions about hazardous substances, emergency planning, and health and
environmental risks. The mission of the LEPC is to facilitate preparedness for hazardous materials emergencies
through planning, training, and information exchange. As part of its mission, the LEPC supports three hazardous
materials response teams in Oswego County: the Oswego County Hazardous Materials Team, the City of Oswego Fire
Department Hazmat Team, and the City of Fulton Fire Department Hazmat Team. According to Al, local Hazmat
teams meet regularly for the purpose of engaging in extensive training sessions. A number of these sessions have
been conducted recently 7 in the City of Oswego, at the local Novelis Corporation, in the City of Fulton, and in nearby
