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Todayôs Program:   Sue Witmer introduced today ôs speaker, Dr. Scott Steiger , Assistant Professor in the 

Department of Earth Sciences at  SUNY Oswego.  Scott teaches m eteorology courses at SUNY O swego and serves as 
the coordinator of the college ôs ñStorm Chasing Program ò each summer , where students travel to the great plains 
states to observe and study thunderstorms and tornadoes. According to Scott, thunderstorms in the great plains 

states are ñmonster storms .ò They look like giant mushr ooms, he said  --  and  added that you can see so much of the 
sky in these areas that you can watch  these storms develop  extremely well. Scott noted that tornadoes tend to ñhi tò 
quite rapidly after being  sighted. Generally it takes about 14 minutes from the time a tornado warning is  made and 

the torna do hits ï which is why a great deal of research is being conducted these days on how to predict when and 
where tornadoes will strike. Oswego's location  on the shores of Lake Ontario  provides excellent opportunities for the 
study of many spectacular weather events  as well , Scott noted . Its  lake breezes, water spouts , and (of course) lake -
effect snow  make Oswego a wonderful place to live, said  Scott  ï at least  for individuals like himself who have an 

interest in weather  and weather patterns . Scott noted that meteorologists canôt reliably predict the weather more 
than a few days in advance  because  it can change so quickly. He then predicted some very wintery weather for this 
Friday, Saturday,  and Sunday.  Well, Scott,  itôs Friday evening and still no snow. It appears you were correct 

regarding the difficulty  of predicting the weather ! Thanks for a most interesting and enjoyable talk, Scott!
