Todayôs Program:   Sue Witmer introduced Dawn Fernandez, Vice President of Medical Staff Development for 

Oswego Health. Dawn visited us today to talk about  ñPhysician Recruitment, Retention, and Relations.ò According to 
Dawn , hospitals nationwide began actively recruiting for physicians in the mid -1990 ôs. In 2002 , Oswego Hospital 
created a specific position aimed at recruiting physicians and hired Dawn to fi ll this position. A primary reason for this 

action was that Oswego County had been designated as a ñphysician shortage areaò and was thus in need of such an 
effort. Since 2002, 56 physicians have been successfully recruited to Oswego Healthôs staff. Two Child/Adolescent 
Psychiatrists have been added to the staff as well. How does Oswego Health attempt to convince physicians to make 

the move to Oswego? Dawn and her team give them a tour of the city and the area , introduce them to various 
members of the commu nity, describe  the excellence of our school system, assist them in finding housing, and even 
offer to help them set up their private practices. Dawn noted that our community plays a large role in Oswego 
Healthôs recruitment efforts and that the warmth and friendliness shown to potential ñrecruitsò has factored heavily in 

their decision to relocate to Oswego. Retention of these physicians is just as important, stated Dawn. Statistics 
demonstrate that if the physician stays for at least 2 ½ years, he/she will  likely remain in the area for quite a while. 
Accordingly, Oswego Health makes sure to check in periodically with new physicians in order to make sure  they are 

pleased with their decision and are becoming acclimated to both their professional and personal lives  in Oswego.
