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Today6és Pr:oSueWitmer introduced Karen Hoffman from the Oswego County Humane Society as today &
featured speaker. According to Karen, the OCHS was organized in 2000 by a group of Oswego County residents

who were concerned about the inadequacy of county -wide animal sheltering and welfare services . Oswego County
was one of the few in New York State with no county -wide animal shelter. Local sheltering operations varied
widely in quality. Some provide d basic shelter and food for the five days allowed by law. Others provided

somewhat longer stays coupled with more extensive adoption efforts. Policies that encourage spaying or

neutering o ften appeared to be unenforceable . Cat population control ~ was almost non -existent, with a single

shelter option for only two municipalities. Some local government officials, other animal welfare organizations,

private individuals, and businesses made heroic efforts, as much as their resources allow ed, in the attempt to
address the problem of homeless and abandoned animals. But, without a comprehensive sheltering program and

adequate facilities to rely upon, they were overwhelmed by the demand. OCHS was created in order to address
these needs. The primar y objective of the Oswego County Humane Society is to foster and provide for the

humane treatment of animals and to make a difference in the lives of animals and the people who care for them.

OCHS is an all -volunteer organization located in the basement of the Armory in Oswego. Currently it responds to
approximately 7 400 calls per month. As of December 9 of this year, OCHS has helped arr ange for 250 pet
adoptions and coordinated 38 spay/neuter cl inics. (OCHS spays or neuters every pet it receives, whether or not it

is adopted. OCHS coordinates a low -cost spay/neuter program for low -incom e families in the area, and it provides
short -term assistance with pet food for needy families. As a matter of fact, the society is currently  seeking
fiPurina Kitten Food 0 and fiTidy Cat Kitty Litter 0 and would greatly appreciate any such donation s. Recently OCHS
started a large -animal assistance program as well (provid ing hay, feed, etc.) for families in need. For individuals
interested in learning more about the Oswego County Humane society, please click on the following web site link :
