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Today’s Program: George DeMass, our newest member of Rotary, spoke to us today about the sinking of the

Titanic in 1912. Four daysintot he Ti trmaidéncvoyage, on April 14 shortly before midnight, the ship struck an
iceberg, sinking early on April 15, two hours and forty minutes later. The sinking resulted in the deaths of over

1,500 of the more than 2,200 people on board, making it one of the deadliest peacetime maritime disasters in

history. The high casualty rate was due in part to the fact that, although complying with the regulations of the

time, the ship did not carry enough lifeboats for everyone aboard. A disproportionate number of men died due to

the women-and-children-first protocol that was followed. George noted that the Titanic was the size of four city

blocks and that standing on its end would have been taller than most buildings at the time. An historian by heart

(George at present is the City of Oswego Historian and held this position years ago as a young man), George has

always been fascinated by the story of the Titanic, especially since he was able to meet some of the survivors of

the sinking prior to their deaths and, in fact, officiated at the burial of the last remaining survivor of the Titanic —
MallinaDean. Ms. Dean was but a baby at the time of the Titanic’'s
incident, but she claimed that it changed her life forever. George also related a story about passenger Eileen
Shepherd, who wrote a letter to her aunt on Amany years ater tBatshmen s u1
was able to view the letter. He also noted that Morgan Robertson, who was born in Oswego in 1861 and lived on

East 7™ Street while he was growing up, wrote a book called Futility, first published in 1898, featuring an

enormous British passenger liner called the Titan, which is deemed to be unsinkable but carries insufficient

lifeboats. On a voyage in the month of April, the Titan hits an iceberg and sinks in the North Atlantic with the loss

of almost everyone on board. How eerie is that? Thank you, George, for a most interesting presentation!
